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L ittle Brother Scott Patterson was 
just 9-years-old when he met his Big 
Brother Brian Paul. Scott was eating 

lunch and felt annoyed that his fried chicken 
was interrupted by the 6’9” Big Brother whom 
he knew very little about. Now, a freshman 
at West Point Military Academy, Scott gives 
his Big Brother credit for keeping him on the 
right track and teaching him the value of hard 
work. Scott said that and much more recently 

as he shared his story with a packed house at 
the Big Brothers Big Sisters headquarters as 
they announced a $2.99 million grant award 
to fund the Caruth Juvenile Delinquency 
Prevention Initiative.

Big Brothers Big Sisters applied for the grant 
because the agency saw a rise in criminal 
indicators and arrests among high-risk 
youth. The funding from the W.W. Caruth 
Jr. Foundation of Communities Foundation 
of Texas  will enable the agency to design a 
unique and groundbreaking program that 
in its first phase will intervene in the lives of 
1,000 youth at critical junctures in their lives 
and steer them away from criminality. 

There are three major challenges youth 
face that are proven indicators of potential 
criminality: academic failure in elementary 
school, truancy in middle school and 
adjudication in high school. By intervening 
at these three junctures with one-on-one 
mentoring, this program will keep these 
children out of jail, in school and on track to 
becoming successful adults. 

“This initiative provides the unprecedented 
opportunity to target critical indicators in 
a child’s life and intervene as appropriate to 
redirect that life,” said Charles Pierson, Big 
Brothers Big Sisters CEO. “Our organization is 
incredibly excited about this program that will 
specifically target those kids most vulnerable 
to negative behavior. Through the positive 
guidance of a mentor, we can help these kids 
achieve high school graduation and go on to 
become productive citizens.” 

The pilot phase of this initiative will focus 
on kids in Dallas County as specified by the 
Caruth grant. However, the program has 
been intentionally developed with ease 

of replication in mind. The program will be 
initiated in other regions of the agency’s 
service area as funding sources are identified.  
Kids in Tarrant County will be the next to 
benefit from this program as funding to 
support the program has recently been 
secured in that region.

Being the first to announce this ground-
breaking grant was a poignant moment for 

someone who had walked in similar shoes.   
While Scott avoided the juvenile justice 
system, he recalls a time when his grades 
began falling and he was getting into fights 
at school. Thanks to the redirection of his Big 
Brother and his own perseverance, Scott looks 
forward to his next four years at West Point 
and the exciting future that lies ahead.
